Applicants for TCS are now required to list at least three members 

of the corresponding SPS Technical Committee (TC) who will serve 

on the technical program committee.  This requirement ensures 

TC involvement.

The attendees also want quality food and an easy way to 

get from one session to another.  Also, attendees would like 

reliable, convenient wireless internet connectivity.

Conference Financial Procedures 

 

IEEE has for some time offered, free of charge to conference 

organizers, a convenient publishing tool called PDF eXpress.   

Recently IEEE introduced PDF eXpress PLUS.  

PDF eXpress Plus is a secure, Web-based application that assists IEEE 

conference organizers in obtaining IEEE Xplore® -compatible PDFs 

from their authors. PDF eXpress PLUS differs from PDF eXpress in that, 

within PDF eXpress PLUS, each author deposits his or her validated 

PDF on the site for collection by the conference’s publication or 

technical program chair.  This eliminates the need for the author to 

submit the final paper to the chair for inclusion in the program and 

helps the chair ensure that the collected papers have not been 

changed after they have been validated. 

The IEEE Conference Publications Operations and eXpress 

Conference Publishing teams are actively recruiting new users to 

take advantage of PDF eXpress PLUS. For more information on 

either PDF eXpress, or to register your conference to use PDF 

eXpress PLUS, please visit our information page at:
